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MAYOR’S CORNER 
Helping the homeless 
 

     Most of us have come across in one place or another, the folks 
that for one reason or another are along the roadside asking for 
donations.  Most of us have given some money, food or both to 
those who seem to have needs.  Most of us probably have also 
questioned: “what do they do with the donations they receive?”  Are 
they really using them for the reasons they gave us on their 
cardboard signs or are they buying alcohol, drugs or something else 
instead of food, clothing, gasoline or other essentials for living?  It is 
very perplexing to me as I try to be both compassionate and wise in 
how I donate to be of the most help.  I look at each person and think 
I should help, but at each corner is another and how do I decide. Do 
I help one and not the next.  I see many others going through the 
same mental decisions at the freeway off ramps here, in Salt Lake 
and other cities.  To me it also becomes a safety concern for those 
receiving and those blocking traffic to donate to them.  I have seen 
near misses as they run into traffic, sometimes across multiple 
lanes, to retrieve the donation.  I have also witnessed cars driving 
up to an intersection wanting to make a turn and moving over a lane 
away from the individuals so they won't be in the “emotional 
decision zone”.  Presumably if they are out of the “stare” distance of 
the “corner dwellers” they have less responsibility to that person. 
 

How do we meet everyone’s needs 
 

     The courts have ruled that cities cannot prohibit individuals the 
right to “panhandle” or “beg” or in other words ask for donations 
from passersby in the public right-of-way.   I read an article a couple 
of weeks ago where American Fork leaders have started putting 
concrete barriers up near the worst corners to provide more safety 
for everyone, givers and receivers alike.  I don’t think that is the 
right idea, but I am concerned as well that we provide adequate 
safety.  I have spoken with Jennifer Candor at the St. Anne’s Center 
in Ogden and she agrees with me that it would be much better all 
around to donate to them, the Ogden Rescue Mission, Catholic 
Community Services, The Road Home, Salvation Army or the LDS 
Charities than to give directly on the streets.  They have a greater 
buying power at those agencies and your dollars go much further 
than the direct donations.  I believe in compassion, but I personally 
believe that giving to the charity of your choice is the best choice.  
 

Keep the yards clean, but not at the expense of the  rivers 
 

     I have noticed several cases where residents have been 
blowing, sweeping or washing grass clippings and leaves into the 
streets or gutters. This is not only illegal, but it also clogs up the 
storm drains when there is too much.  During our flood of two years 
ago our pumps were plugged up several times with these clippings. 
Thanks to Tyler Coy and his Eagle Scout Project, we will have new 
reminder discs by all of the storm drains.  These reminders notify us 
that it is a bad practice, because it pollutes our waterways. Please 
heed the reminders and don’t pollute.

     It is imperative that any Riverdale residents who want 
to participate in the democratic process are registered to 
vote and that their addresses and names are correct and 
up to date by July 15, 2013 .  Call Weber County’s 
Elections Office at 801-399-7411 if:

· You are not already registered to vote .

However, 
the average household often over waters during 
the hot summer months.  
 

     We are currently in a drought year. Our reservoir levels are low and the 
snowpack runoff is 50% of normal. Being a little water conscious can go a long way 
in conserving water.  Here are a few tips to follow: 
 

· Do not water between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  
· Adjust sprinkler heads to avoid watering driveways, sidewalks or other 

unnecessary areas.  
· Turn off your sprinkler system on rainy days. 

 

     Each unnecessary watering that can be eliminated will save enough water for 
about 104 showers, 52 baths, 52 loads of laundry, or 312 toilet flushes. For more 
water conservation information please visit the city website at 
www.riverdalecity.com.
