NEW LOOK FOR RIVERDALE CITY VETERANS MEMORIAL!

During the month of October the Riverdale Veterans Memorial
received a new look. When the memorial was dedicated on Veterans
Day 2010, the memorial displayed many pictures depicting the wars
our Veterans have participated in. Some of these pictures had
cracked and faded during the past five years and were in need of
replacement. Retired Air Force Veteran David Leahy and Retired
Navy Veteran Charles Kerkvliet, both members of the Riverdale City
Veterans Advisory Group, recognizing the need to replace these
pictures, quickly did some research and came up with some ideas for
the pictures on the two islands needing replacement.

The memorial island that had provided a display of the sinking of
the battleship U.S.S. Utah during the attack on Pearl Harbor, now has
a pictorial display of the History of the U.S. Flag. The memorial island
to the north that displayed the Uniform Code of Military Justice and
other wartime photographs, now has a pictorial display of the many
conflicts the United States has been in beginning with the revolutionary
war.

Mr. Leahy and Mr. Kerkvliet not only researched and came up with
the photos and histories for the memorial update, they ordered the
layout which is on a special backing material, and installed the new
layouts on the memorial islands. The cost for this upgrade was
approximately $2,000.00 paid for with Veterans Memorial Funds. We
are very appreciative of the efforts of Mr. Leahy and Mr. Kerkvliet for
seeing this project through from start to finish. These two fine
Riverdale veterans also were instrumental in the designing and
construction of the Riverdale Veterans Memorial. They have kept a
watchful eye on the memorial, since its dedication, always ensuring
that it is kept in good repair and is cleaned on a regular basis. Special
thanks to these two fine veterans!

Get your furnace checked by
a certified heating contractor.

Have a flashlight and portable radio
with extra batteries on hand.

Have an emergency heating source.
Keep a fire extinguisher in your home.
Store extra food, water, and medicine.
Ensure smoke and carbon monoxide
detectors work and have new batteries.
Keep first-aid supplies on hand.

remind residents to winterize
your lawn sprinkler systems before the
freezing temperatures settle in. This can be
done by draining or blowing out with an air
compressor any water that remains in the
sprinkler lines. Sprinkler lines are typically not
buried deep enough to prevent freezing.
Each spring we have residents surprised by
large water bills due to unknown leaks in their
lawn sprinkler system caused by broken lines
that froze during the winter.

If you have a swamp cooler, please
remember to winterize it as well. Turn off and
drain the water line running to the swamp
cooler at the valve. This will prevent freezing
and leaking due to a broken water line. Avoid
the cost of excess water usage and the repair
of your sprinkler system or swamp cooler by
properly winterizing your systems.

PROTECT DRINKING WATER

Every effort is made by the city to ensure
that the water coming into your home is safe
to drink. But your own actions may jeopardize
those efforts, unless you have installed
backflow prevention devices. Backflow
prevention is accomplished by installing a
device that prohibits water from backflowing
from one area to another. The backflow
occurs when there is negative pressure in the
line and water is sucked from one source to
another. This means that water from an
unprotected lawn sprinkler system may be
sucked into the water lines in your home and
contaminate your drinking water.
Unknowingly drinking the contaminated water
may result in sickness or death.

To protect yourself, install backflow
prevention devices on your lawn sprinkler
system and on all outside hose bibs. It really
isn't worth taking the chance of not doing it.

CLEAN STREET GUTTERS
As you clean up the Fall leaves

please clean the leaves out of the
street gutters in front of your home.

Leaves left in the street gutters will

cause two problems:

First, leaves can be washed down the
street gutter and accumulate in the storm
drain system. This can cause the storm
drains to become clogged leading to potential
flooding during a heavy rain.

Second, when street sweeping,
accumulated leaves in the street gutters will
greatly reduce the ability of the sweeper to

properly clean the street and can also cause
the machine to become clogged.
